Tab Descriptions

Tests (tab)

· This tab displays all years of compiled test results for the entire school.  Users can view teacher results for the selected test by selecting the ‘teacher icon’ (located to the left on each row of data).

· Reporting category data can be viewed by selecting the ‘View Rpt. Cat.’ button.

· Graphs comparing school performance to district performance on reporting categories can be viewed by selecting the graph icon (located to the left on each row of data).

Teachers (tab)

· This tab displays compiled teacher data for all years and all tests. Users can view student results for the selected teacher/test combination by selecting the ‘student icon’ (located to the left on each row of data).

· Reporting category data can be viewed by selecting the ‘View Rpt. Cat.’ button.
· Graphs comparing teacher performance to school and district performance on reporting categories can be viewed by selecting the graph icon (located to the left on each row of data).
Students (tab)

· This tab displays all of the student test data.

· Student filter options include ‘Tested Students’ (only those tested at the user’s school) or ‘Enrolled Students’ (only those students who are currently enrolled). When ‘Enrolled’ is selected in the ‘Student’ filter, the user can select ‘All’ scheduled students, or a specific teacher/course group of students. [See ‘Filter Menu’ below] 
· Reporting category data can be viewed by selecting the ‘View Rpt. Cat.’ button.

· Graphs comparing student performance to school and district performance on reporting categories can be viewed by selecting the graph icon (located to the left on each row of data).
Tab Features
· Hyperlinked Data: Data can be filtered by selecting highlighted fields in the data table (e.g. clicking ‘2006-07’ in the data table will filter for all test data from the 2006-07 school year).  

· Filter Menu: Data can also be filtered, and columns displayed or hidden, by using the filter menu (accessed by selecting the ‘set filters’ button).
